We will be learning all about numbers 4 and 5 by 
counting on and back, matching the number name 

to the numeral and quantity.

We will be using a five frame to represent ‘5’. 

We will be learning that circles have one curved 
side and triangles have 3 straight sides. 

We will be learning that squares and rectangles 
gave 4 straight sides and 4 corners. 

We will be learning to identify these shapes in our 
environment.  

We will be beginning to use positional language to 

describe how items are positioned in relation to 

other items. 

We will be ordering the key events in our daily 

routine. We will begin measuring time in simple 

ways.
